INFORMING THE CITIZENS OF ______ COUNTY
OF THE CHANGES IN 9-1-1 SERVICE FEES IN ALABAMA
WHEREAS, in 2012 the Alabama Legislature established a process to ensure the long-term financial stability of 9-1-1 service in Alabama through the creation of a flat, statewide fee on all devices which can access 9-1-1 service in our state; and

WHEREAS, the new law also established a 13-member statewide board that has worked with Auburn University Montgomery to produce estimates of the revenue needed statewide, the total devices that can access 9-1-1 in Alabama and a formula for distributing revenue from this statewide approach; and 

WHEREAS, the statewide board carefully evaluated all available data and established a proposed statewide rate that was then lowered by a newly created Legislative Oversight Commission; and

WHEREAS, the flat, statewide fee on all devices has been determined to be $1.60 per month and will be effective Oct. 1, 2013; and

WHEREAS, this flat rate will replace the current charge for residential landline service of ____ and the business landline rate of ______ per month in ______ County with the flat, statewide fee of $1.60 per month; and 

WHEREAS, the statewide board will review the revenue collected from the flat, statewide fee and make adjustments as needed, but not more than once per year; and

WHEREAS, in an effort to ensure the long-term viability of emergency communication services, the new law provides that all local 9-1-1 systems will continue to receive monthly funding at a level not less than the funding currently being received by the district.

NOW WHEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE _________ COUNTY EMERGENCY COMMUNICATION DISTRICT, that residents of _____ County be advised of the change in funding effective Oct. 1, 2013, and the distribution of the flat, statewide fee as provided in Act 2012-293.
